Sixteen scholarships totaling $36,000 will be awarded annually.
Scholarships will be offered in the amounts of $3,000 and $1,500.

Although attention will be given by the judges to such factors as the
applicant’s academic performance and financial need, heavy emphasis will be
placed on the applicant’s personal involvement in community activities and
what he or she has done to make their community a better place in which to
live.

This scholarship program is administered by the Trustees of Coweta-

% Scholarship Amount: $3,000 or $1,500 (one year,
non-renewable)

% Graduating seniors who attend high school in
the Coweta-Fayette EMC area, and who plan to
attend an accredited college or university in the
United States, are eligible to apply for this schol-
arship.

% This scholarship does not apply to students
attending technical or trade schools and col-
leges.

% Scholarships will be awarded without regard to
race, sex, creed, national origin, or disability.

% Applicant must complete written application in
total.

% Applicant must submit an essay (minimum of
500 words — but no more than 600 words) with
application. (See below for topic information.)

% Four (4) letters of recommendation must accom-
pany application. Two must be from school offi-
cials (teacher, principal or counselor) and two
must be from people outside school (not family
members).

% Scholarship awards will be paid by the Trust
directly to the respective college or university in
compliance with that institution’s payment
deadline requirements. Scholarship must be
used for tuition, room, board and other related
institution charges.

no more than 600 words) with this application. Your essay should
reflect the scope of your personal involvement in community service
activities. It should also reflect your personal goals in life and your
plans for the future. Please also state how this scholarship award

will help you meet those goals.
